PROJECTED PARENT PAYMENTS - 2009 
Northcote PS always strives to provide purposeful and engaging learning experiences for all students.  Most of these 
experiences occur in classrooms, where teachers work with students in a range of curriculum areas.  In order for 
teachers to implement all learning programs, books and materials are required each year. 
To maximise the opportunities and experiences for all students and their learning styles, some learning activities will 
involve students going out into the community to investigate and participate in site-specific learning.  They may also 
involve experiences where outside expertise is brought in and programs run for a set time within our school. These 
programs are associated with instruction in our standard curriculum and all students are expected to attend.  At 
Northcote PS these include excursions, eg, to Scienceworks, organised overnight camps, such Camp Rumbug, 
Cultural Performances (eg music/drama performances), and the TriSkills Gymnastics Program.  With these programs 
comes an associated cost. 
 
The table below is a projection of the costs (to date) across the school for 2009 so that parents can plan their 
budgets accordingly.  The first two line items* in Table 2 need to be paid by Friday 20th March 2009.  Invoices will be 
sent out the first week of February.

UPPER SCHOOL SPORTS PROGRAM 
The results of our summer interschool sports competition were very good. The mixed rounders team were placed as 
runners up, cricket 4th, softball 3rd and girls rounders placed 6th. Our district summer competition involves 9 schools 
and is played during terms 1 and 4. 
 
In the winter competition which is held during term 2 the mixed netball team were placed 1st and went on to 
represent or district at zone where they were defeated in the second round. The soccer, Newcomb and girls netball 
teams all finished in the top half of the competition. There are 13 schools that compete in the winter competition. 
The interschool sports program includes training after school for all teams.

As well as the summer and winter interschool sports we enter large teams 
in  Athletics , Cross Country and triathlon, and smaller teams in tennis, swimming, and basketball. The boy’s basket 
ball team played in an extremely exciting final this year and were beaten in the last few seconds by 1 point. The 
winning team went on to win a number of games at the zone level. 
 
Other PE programs that children are involved in during the year are platooning at either the junior, middle or upper 
school areas, where students are taught gross and fine motor skills through activities or games that use a number of 
different size balls and some specialised equipment. Triskills for gymnastics and swimming are offered to all students 
and are sourced from outside providers. 
 
The interschool sports program requires the assistance of parents who contribute by running training sessions, 
umpire, score and support our teams by helping to supervise and support our teachers. I would like to thank Stephen 
Shipperlee who shared the coaching role and supervised the softball team during terms 1 and 4. Also Sue Grieg, who 
stepped in for Stephen when he was unavailable. Heather Jarvis for her coaching expertise during the training and 
selection of our athletics team. Katherine Wositzky and Jo Brockwell for their coaching and umpiring with the netball 
teams.  Thank you to all the other parents who came along to watch games and cheer on our teams and to those 
who transported their children and others to zone and regional finals. Finally a big thank you to Linda and Nicky who 
supported me with their coaching and selection of the sporting teams.

END OF YEAR NEWS FROM THE LIBRARY WORKING GROUP 
There’s lots to tell you about the Northcote Primary School Library. 
 
To round off a year of great achievement, the new flat screen television was installed this week. If you get 
a chance, take a look. You’ll also notice the Library looks brighter with new shelving, new decoration, new 
books and new found energy.   
 
We want to tell you about some of the highlights of the year and also some of what we’re hoping to 
accomplish next year.     
 
As you know, Northcote Primary School lost its part time librarian this year. Faced with a reduction in 
services, several parents stepped in and have done a fantastic job to not only keep the library ticking along 
but also to improve the facilities.  
 
The library was staffed all day every Monday by Helen Rainsford and most mornings on Fridays by Janet 
Buick. The loans system was maintained and overdues were managed by Philip Jackson. Parents managed 
the cataloguing, purchasing, shelving and covering of books. A huge thank you to you all for such a 
remarkable effort.  
 
The Library Working Group was very active, meeting regularly to provide direction and support. Our thanks 
to Anne Lawson, who was the link between the working group and the school council and teaching staff.  
 
We ran an awareness and fundraising drive which boosted the profile of the Library and raised over 
$7,000. We want to thank all the parents who gave generously to the appeal. (It’s not too late to donate by 
the way – and all donations are tax deductible!)  
 
The Library was opened for use on Wednesday lunchtimes by the students, showing that they value it and 
want to maximise its use.  
 
New shelving (particularly for picture books) was purchased. New shelf labels put up, along with bay-ends 
which hide the more scruffy shelving. A new AV cabinet was installed, plus a flat screen LCD TV with a hard 
drive recorder so teachers can record and use educational programs.  New books were purchased in 
curriculum areas. We also concentrated on improving the girls’ fiction collection.  
 
Perhaps the best way to tell the story of the library is with these AMAZING BUT TRUE STATISTICS.  
441 books (old and tatty) were deleted from the collection, which were then sold by Helen and Janet with 
funds returning to the Library.  753 books were catalogued and added to the collection.  9023 books were 
borrowed during 2008. That’s close to 40 books per student!  
 
No wonder the Working Group is tired and looking forward to a break!  
 
Next year we will be seeking more parents to assist with the Library and exploring ways of making the 
Working Group more visible in the school decision making process. We will also be exploring ways of 
getting a part time librarian on the school staff to ensure the Library’s long term viability. We look forward 
to your support in 2009.
