If you are a member of an ambulance or health insurance fund, you may also be able
fo claim transport or other expenses from the fund. The Department of Education and Training
does not hold accident insurance for school students.

Is other insurance cover available? Yes. The Department is aware of two insurers, JUA
Underwriting Agency Pty Ltd and Willis Australia Ltd, that provide accident insurance policies for
students. These policies provide specific benefits for students who are injured in accidents for a
reasonably low cost. Other insurers may also do so.

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EDUCATION MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE (EMA)

If you applied for EMA in Term 1 and your circumstances have not changed, you do not need to
re-apply this year.

The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided to assist eligible families with the costs
associated with the education of their children. To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:

be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary school student up to the age of
sixteen; and

be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, allowance or benefit within the meaning of
the State Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster parent.

Consequently, parents/guardians are able to access the EMA if they have a valid Health Care
Card or valid Pension Card. The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first day of Term 1 (28"
January, 2009 which is the first day for teaching staff) and Term 3 (13t July, 2009).

The EMA application must be submitted to the school by Friday 7t August for the second
instalment. Please bring your card with you for photocopying.
