The survey responses are then collated and aggregated aga inst all other schools in Victoria and
the results are sent back to the school, in the form of graphs, to give the school an idea about

how our parents feel about our school compared to how parents at other schools feel about their

schools. In the past, p arents have thought that it is Department of Education seeking feedback

on resources needed for our school. Unfortunately, this is not so. The Department merely collates

and returns the surveys to the school. The Department does not look at the survey r esponse from
parents to inform it about resources.

In 2008, School Council were pleased with the improvement in the results of our Parent Opinion
Survey compared to previous years. Still in relation to how other parents felt about their school
across Vic toria, our parents had rated our school below the state wide benchmark.  School
Council and the staff have spent time analysing the 2008 responses and have been very active in
listening to parents and implementing strategies to improve the way the school communicates to
our community so that parents are aware of what goes on in our school, particularly in relation to
teaching and learning with their children. We believe we have strengthened the way we work
together as a community to provide the best we ca n for our students. This survey tells us what you
think of your school that you are part of and we would hope that this reflects in an improvement

of our 2009 results.
