From the Department - Ban on Smoking on Government School Premises  

As of 1 July 2009, the Minister for Education will exercise the po wer vested in the Education and 

Training Reform Act 2006 to prohibit smoking on all Victorian government school premises.  

At present, smoking is not permitted in Victorian government school buildings or enclosed outdoor 

areas. However, smoking is permitte d by adults on school grounds in unenclosed spaces and out 

of view of students.  

The ban includes all activities that take place on school grounds and within all school buildings, 

both during and outside of school hours. This promotes the message that non -smoking is actively 

encouraged by the Victorian Government.  

This is a key action included in the Victorian Tobacco Control Strategy 2008 -2013 and was 

developed in response to public consultations that found a high level of support for schools to be 

smoke -free.
