Student Achievement - All students making great progress in Term 1! 
As it is nearing the end of term 1, we have been involved in teacher reflection on student progress so far 
and every teacher has reported that they are pleased with how quickly the children have settled into their 
learning routines this year.   
 
Our Preps have had a great term 1 and are about to commence their first full 5 day week and are ready for 
it.  Our grade 6 buddies have taken on a range of leadership responsibilities across the school which 
include the very important job of assisting their prep buddies to feel safe and supported in their new 
school.   
 
The 1/2 teachers set up their literacy and numeracy programs and groups quickly and report that children 
are making excellent progress already.   
 
The 3/4 students are at Camp at Phillip Island (that’s where I am too, lucky me!) participating in a range of 
adventure activities as you read this.  All classes in the lower & middle school 2/3 & 3/4’s are also involved 
in literacy and numeracy groups and are completing some very interesting, high standard excellent work.   
 
Specialist teachers report to me that they are very pleased with the progress all classes are making from 
Prep to year 6 and the levels of interest, engagement and responsibility the students are showing already.   
 
Students are completing surveys at the moment to provide some feedback to teachers about how the 
children are feeling about their learning so far where they would like some help or challenge.  This is very 
useful information for teachers as they are about to move into planning for term 2.
