Visit your doctor before you trip for

A written Asthma Action Plan aradletter outlining what treatment you require in case of an asthma emergency.

In some cases you will need a signed letter from your doctor to explain the medication required to take it through intainatio
customs

A review of your current medication

Your doctor may prescribe extra medication for your trip

Be prepared

Have your asthma under control before you depart

Ensure you have enough medication with you and the right equipment

Puffers and spacers are compact, easy to use and pack easily urttuggage. There are now small spacers available (eg; Able
spacer or Breatta-Tech) which are a great size for travelling.

Ensure that if you are travelling that you keep medication in your hand luggage as well as spares in your stowed luggage.
Know youtriggers

Be aware of the things which aggravate your asthma (some people may find that their asthma deteriorates while they are away
while others find that it improves)

Triggers may include temperature changes, pollution, pollens and grasses and arlilreds. are just a few to be aware of.
