Newsflash! Days lost for learning...




How many days has your child missed this semestere

0-6  This is within normal range. A child with this attendance rate is able to take full advantage
of the teaching and learning opportunities available to them.

7-10 This attendance rate is below average. A child with this attendance rate could miss over
one year of learning between prep and year 10.

11-20 This is a poor afttendance rate. A child with this attendance rate could miss out on up to
two years of learning between prep and year 10.

20+ Thisis a very poor aftendance rate. A child with this attendance rate could miss over two
and a half years of learning between prep and year 10.

If a child is not at school, they are not learning.

Did you also know that every class has at least one student who is seldom on time and ready for
learning at 9.002 When a student is late to class they miss out on key information about the day,
the introduction of a lesson and the context as to why we are learning this skill or process. Literacy
and numeracy are the main subjects taught first thing in the morning — arriving late means that a
student will missing out on vital learning in these key curriculum areas. A class of students can be
distracted when a student enters the room after 9.00 - the teacher will need to re-explain what
the focus and task is, taking their fime away from working with their reading or maths groups.

Of course, students get sick or need to attend appointments from time to time. These are
reasonable excuses for absence and most parents in our community provide the written
explanation to school.

Current research shows a link between regular attendance and positive social, emotional and

A

learning outcomes for students.

Think of a brick wall — missing bricks represent days missed from school. With bricks

missing here and there, the structure of the wall is weakened and will eventually
N ~ falldown. There is a correlation between poor attendance and student
disengagement and being to exposed to ‘at risk’ behaviours

A commitment to attendance and punctuality is important in preparing students for roles
and responsibilities in adult life

Provide a written note explaining any absence — give to the class teacher

If late for school you must sign your child in at the office — your child CANNOT -
