We have been successful in our application for funds from the Federal Government ôBuilding the 

Education Revolution ð Economic Stimulation Package, round 3.  Our school has been awarded 

$2,000,000 for refurbishment of teaching and learning spac es.  School Council had submitted 

concept plans earlier this year drawn up by the architects who worked on our other refurbishment 

project (Grade 5/6 area).  Our aim is to commence with refurbishment of the downstairs 2/3/4 

teaching and learning area and t hen move over to the Junior school.  We are looking at 

implementing designs that create more flexible and modern teaching and learning spaces.
