The National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) reports will be sent home
today in an envelope with each year 3 & 5 child who sat the tests. The report shows the results of
each child’s performance and will tell parents how their child is performing compared to: other
Australion children; the national average score on the NAPLAN fests; and the range of
achievement for the middle 60% of students in Australia. Included in the envelope will be an
information brochure prepared by the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority and a letter
from the school.

INDINGENOUS EDUCATION WORKING GROUP

Last month a group of school councillors met to discuss how we as a community
could better engage with Koorie families and students, and what we can do to
make our school a more culturally inclusive place to be. Earlier in August, Ken
Peak, from the Northern Metropolitan Region, Department of Education,
presented to council, and to staff, the Wannik Strategy —a Koorie education strategy focused on
improving student learning, engagement with the community, and respect, recognition and
celebration of cultural identity.

As a school, we have recognised some of the special days and events of significance on the
indigenous calendar, such as, NAIDOC week, Reconciliation week, and the Apology. We are
aiming to develop a calendar of events that will enhance our ability to understand and
acknowledge the value of indigenous cultures and reconciliation between Indigenous and non-
Indigenous Australians.

The working group is also looking at ways of extending knowledge and understanding, and we
identified that firstly we really need to meet the Koorie families in our school and talk about their
thoughts around learning and respect for culture.

On Friday 4t September, Kerrie and | met with parents and students where we discussed how
parents of Koorie students could become involved at school, and also what the school could do
differently. From that meeting came the enthusiastic agreement to meet again in term 4, and to
investigate opportunities for Koorie students to work together on a project or activity.
